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Course Work

All students requesting accommodations must contact their instructor within two weeks of letters being sent to discuss the nature of their accommodations. No exceptions. 
The course consists of five main grading components: discussions, a behavior modification project, introduce yourself activity, activities, and a comprehensive final exam.
1. Discussion Activities:
· This course includes 10 discussions to facilitate conversation about pertinent topics from the textbook, other classes, research in general, or other interesting tidbits. These discussions can also help you to answer questions among your peers to prepare you for the exams.

· Discussion activities require you to do two things – respond to a discussion question (DQ) and participate. 

· The discussion is graded according to the Discussion Board Rubric 
.

· Discussion Questions
· There will either be one question or up to 4 questions each week but you only have to respond to one of the questions. Your response to this question is worth 10 points according to the rubric.

· Make your DQ response by Wednesday 11:59 pm Pacific.

· You can find the DQs for the week under Class Discussions.

· When answering the question, share any ideas, comments, concerns, or further questions to be considered with the class. Feel free to include additional references (e.g., scholarly journal articles that you may have read) to assist other students in learning. Note that this is not required. Also, review the Lessons and Readings assigned for the week, as well as any additional media (e.g., videos), if necessary.

· DQs will be graded on the following scale, ranging from 0-10 points:

· 0 points means you did not make your DQ reply this week.

· 5 points means you made a simplistic reply with minimal content that does not provide opportunity for additional discussion.

· 8 points means you answered the question generally well and provided some opportunity for additional discussion.

· 10 points means you made a thoughtful, thorough, and well-written reply that facilitated additional discussion.

· DQs submitted after Wednesday will be accepted but with a 10% deduction per day, and a maximum deduction of 30%. So if you submit on Thursday you will lose 10%, Friday is 20%, and Saturday or Sunday is 30%. This is better than not receiving any points so please submit. 

· Important: Please note that you must make a “valid” DQ response before being able to see participation posts. “Valid” means you have made a legitimate post or one in which you answer the discussion question prompt and not submitted a blank screen. The first time you submit a blank screen you will be given a warning, but the second time will result in no discussion board points. No exceptions. 

· In total, you will answer 10 DQs worth 10 points each or 100 points total.
· Participation Posts
· During each discussion in the course you will be required to respond to three other students. Each participation post is worth up to 5 points.

· Participation is due weekly by Sunday 11:59 pm Pacific.

· You may make your participation posts to any response posted for the week by another student or myself. This includes replies to another student’s DQ, a reply to someone who replied to you, a reply to the instructor, etc… The only post that does not count as participation is your response to the DQ. 

· When responding to another student or myself, please respond by name in the beginning much like you would write a letter. This makes it easy to identify the post as participation.

· Remember to be considerate and respectful or others when responding to their comments.

· Each participation post will be graded on the following scale, ranging from 0-5 points, in the Discussion Board Rubric:

· 0 points means you did not make this participation post this week.

· 1 point means you only acknowledged that your classmate did a good job and possibly made a brief comment about the course material.

· 3 points means you acknowledged what your classmate said and attempted to advance the discussion, though a more thoughtful response could have been attempted.

· 5 points means you made a post that advanced the discussion in a meaningful way, was substantive, and qualitative.

· Participation posts made after Sunday will not be accepted. 

· Participation is worth up to 15 points per week for a total of 150 points in the course (15 points x 10 weeks of discussion = 150 points total).

· Mechanics
· Discussion board posts, whether a DQ or participation, are graded collectively under the criterion in the Discussion Board Rubric of Mechanics. 

· Failure to check grammar, spelling, word choice, or punctuation can result in a loss of up to 5 points. Deductions are described as follows:

· 0 points means there are no spelling, grammar, word choice, or punctuation errors.

· 1 point means few spelling, grammar, word choice, or punctuation errors were present.

· 3 points means several spelling, grammar, word choice, or punctuation errors were present.

· 5 points means your DQ and/or participation posts contained an excessive number of spelling, grammar, word choice, or punctuation errors that were distracting and reduced readability.

· Issues such as this reduce readability and are distracting. Please proofread before submitting. 

· Please be aware that the course has a total of 900 possible points and of that, discussions make up 250 points or 27.78% of the final grade. Hence, it will detrimental if you fail to keep up in this part of the class.
Be advised there is an extra credit discussion activity in Week 9 that runs from Monday to Friday ONLY and has three parts to it. It is a sequenced, cumulative activity and so if you do not participate from the beginning you will not receive any credit. In all, it is worth 15 extra credit points. See the Class Discussions section for more details. 
2. Introduce Yourself Ice Breaker Activity
You will complete the Introduce Yourself Ice Breaker Activity in Week 1 worth 25 points or 2.78% of the final grade. Be advised that this activity includes required participation posts and a response to the prompt. The work is due by Sunday of Week 1. The response to the prompt is worth 10 points and the three participation posts are worth 5 points each or a total of 15 points. This sums to 25 points. See the Class Discussions area for details.  

3. Self-Management Project
As the primary component of this course, you will complete a self-management project where you develop, implement, and evaluate a plan to increase one of your own behaviors. Your will complete eight planning sheets (worth 180 points collectively), a formal proposal (worth 50 points), treatment phase ABC charts (worth 5 points), a graph (worth 5 points), treatment phase token logs (worth 5 points), a maintenance phase self-efficacy check (worth 5 points), and a final APA Style research paper (worth 100 points). The project is worth 350 points or 38.89% of your final grade in the class. You can also submit each section of the final paper for a quick look over and for 10 extra credit points total between the four sections.

The purpose of the self-management project is to practice the skills you will learn in this class. The self-management project should be viewed as a research study, and you are the participant. Grades for the self-management project are NOT based on how successful your project is!!! Instead, your grade will be based on how well your project is designed, not whether or not your behavior increases.

For more information on the behavior modification project, please see the Assignments tab and your textbook. Information is presented all throughout. 

4. Activities
There will be two activities worth 25 points each or a comined 50 points. These activities will help you to better understand course concepts and prepare you for the treatment phase of the self-modification project. 
5. Final Exam
Our study of behavior modification is cumulative in nature and what you learn early in the course is needed for what you learn later in the course. As well, a full treatment plan for a client will involve many of the techniques learned in this course. To ensure you understand what you have studied a cumulative final exam will be held during finals week. The final exam is worth 225 points or 25.00% of your final grade and will include three parts. I will post a study guide in the last week of class and many of the discussions and activities are preparation for the final. Activities in the textbook will be helpful as well. 

This exam will be TAKE HOME and released to you on Monday of exams week in the Assessments tab. It will be due by Friday at 11:59 pm. NO LATE WORK will be accepted so do not wait until the last minute to submit. 
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Substantive Participation
Class discussions can be one of the most enjoyable aspects of the online learning experience. Why is that? Students who would never speak up in a classroom due to fear of embarrassment are less concerned about that online. But the conversations are only as good as the quality of our posts.  This is where substantive participation comes in.

A substantive post is one that focuses on course concepts and furthers the class conversation. While I do not have a word count requirement for participation posts, single words or short phrases such as "I agree" will not be considered substantive. Also, you must provide more than one or two sentences. Remember that your initial response to a discussion question WILL NOT count towards participation as each participation post receives credit of its own as does each discussion question reply.

Here are a few strategies you might employ when participating in class discussions:

· Share a related experience.

· Comment on others' experiences.

· Ask other students questions about their ideas/experiences.

· Consider an idea being discussed and offer a different perspective on it.

· Describe an interesting idea from the readings and explain what insights you gained from it.

· Assist a fellow student who had a question about the material that you believe that you can answer.

· Ask the group a question about the week's reading as it relates to a discussion question or previous material that was covered.

· Disagree (respectfully, of course) with a point that someone else has made.

· Discuss a related issue on which you would like some feedback.

· Describe how you have applied course concepts to your personal/professional life.

Please remember to be considerate and respectful of others when responding to their comments.
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Instructor Interaction

Discussion boards. I will be in the course space on a regular basis (i.e. 4-5 times a week) to read and comment on answers to the discussion questions and participation posts. Please know I will not comment on every posting or reply to another student. One of the advantages of the collaborative learning environment is that your classmates will provide you with feedback and vice versa. I will, however, do my best to distribute my comments equally across the class and you can always make specific requests for feedback from me.

Have questions??? You can contact me in the course space with the internal email or via my WSU email account as found at the top of the syllabus. Use this option for grade questions or personal matters. You can also use the "Questions for Instructor" discussion board which works well if you have an issue others might be wondering about too. I will generally respond to questions within 24 hours.

Virtual Meeting Space (Zoom). I am also available to “meet” via the Virtual Meeting Space link in the left navigation panel. This gives us the opportunity to talk in person and with audio, much like we would do if you came to my office for office hours. Of course, you can always email a question but this gives us an option to have an in-person session. 

When can you expect feedback?
· The final exam for the class will be graded as quickly as possible, but before final grades are due in the class. Please be patient as it will take a bit to grade.  

· I will post weekly discussion points using the rubric by the end of the day the Tuesday after a chapter discussion activity ends. 

· I will do my best to provide feedback on all written work within 7 days of their due date.
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Late Work Policy

Discussions end on Sunday at 11:59 pm no matter what. The following Monday begins a new discussion. In the case of DQs, they may be submitted after the Wednesday due date but with a 10% penalty per day, up to 3 days. If you submit your DQ on Sunday, the penalty will still be 30%, the same as Saturday. So there is no reason not to submit your DQ, if late. In the case of participation, the three posts must be submitted by Sunday 11:59 pm. After this time no additional participation will be accepted.

The planning sheets of the self-management project, proposal, treatment phase ABC charts, graph, treatment phase token log, maintenance self-efficacy statement, final paper, and activities may be submitted up to 3 days late but will receive a 10% deduction per day.

The final exam must be submitted by 11:59 on Friday of finals week. No exceptions. Do not wait until the last minute to submit. 

The extra credit (Week 9 discussion and the Intro, Method, Results, and Discussion sections of the final paper) will not be accepted late. No exceptions so plan accordingly.

Please print the calendar and keep it handy so you abide by all due dates in the course. It is the student's responsibility to submit work on time. No exceptions!
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Grading

Midterm grades (if relevant) for this course will use the full range of letter grades, A through F. The assessment should not be interpreted as a formal grade, but rather as an indication of the student’s progress to date. Midterm grades are advisory and do not appear on the student’s permanent record, the WSU transcript.

2. A student must have a mathematical possibility of passing the class. A passing grade is 60 percent or above for the entire course. 

4. If extraordinary circumstances (e.g., family emergency, serious illness) are involved and are documented to the instructor's satisfaction, the professor/ instructor retains the discretion to grant an incomplete even if the minimum conditions outlined in item 3 above are not met.

Online Tutoring

As a WSU student enrolled in an undergraduate course, you have FREE unlimited access to Online Tutoring. This is not a course requirement, but a resource for you to utilize as needed. 

With three ways to access a tutor you can choose the one that best fits your needs: 

· Submit a paper: Writing Lab tutors will respond to papers in ANY academic subject. Just submit your paper, ask specific questions on the submission form, and a tutor will respond within 24-48 hours. 

· Live tutoring: eChat rooms allow students to meet with tutors in one-on-one tutoring sessions via a fully interactive, virtual online environment. 

· Leave a question: Students can leave specific questions for a tutor in any of our subjects by taking advantage of our eQuestions option. Our tutors will respond to your question within 24-48 hours.
